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Job Description: As part of a collaborative effort to support the most vulnerable students in the Poudre School District during the COVID-19 pandemic, local non-profits have organized to support student learning of the most impacted students. The Matthews House is supporting students who are off track to graduate from high school as a result of COVID-19. As learning has transitioned in many ways over the last two years, many of these most vulnerable students have had significant barriers to learning. This program, The Learning Hub, is designed to support these students at the local high schools.

The Learning Hub supports high school level students (grades 9-12) at two local high schools- Poudre High School and Fort Collins High School. Internship hours may occur Monday through Friday between 8:30-4:30 pm. Learning Hub Interns should plan to work face to face at an assigned location. Because this is a newer initiative being implemented during pandemic recovery, interns should be flexible and willing to adapt roles if needed.
